Will my check arrive automatically?

As of March 2020, many Mainers are eligible for a one-time payment from the IRS of up to $1,200 plus
an additional $500 for each qualifying child (16 years old or younger). Some people will receive their
stimulus payments from the IRS automatically. This includes people who:

@ Filed taxes in 2018 or 201 9, or @ Receive Veterans Beneﬂts; or

@ Receive Supplemental Security Income (SSI); @ Receive Railroad Retirement Benefits.
or

@ Receive Social Security Retirement, Disability,
or Survivors Benefits;

If you choose to file a tax return, be sure to
file for other low income tax credits you may
be eligible for, like the federal Earned Income
Tax Credit (EITC), as well as the state EITC, and
the state Property Tax and Sales Tax Fairness
Credits.

After you submit your information to the IRS,
you should receive an e-mail from Customer
Service at Free File Fillable Forms. The deadline
to submit the non-filer form online is Nov.
